Kiel, December 1, 2023 - In order to raise awareness of the gender pay gap in the
labor market, the Erasmus+ project "Equal Pay For All" is developing measures to
promote the empowerment of young and adult women.

KulturLife gGmbH is coordinating the project, which starts on December 1, 2023 and
is co-funded by the European Commission as an Cooperation Partnership in the
Youth strand of the Erasmus+ program.
